A meeting of the Garrison Diversion Conservancy District’'s Recreation Committee was held at
the Garrison Diversion Conservancy District in Carrington, North Dakota, on September 16, 2024.
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Kassian at 10 a.m.

Garrison Diversion staff and others were present. The registration sheet is attached to these
minutes as Annex I.

The meeting was recorded to assist with compilation of the minutes.

READING OF THE MINUTES

Motion by Director Metzger to dispense with a reading of the March 20, 2024, and May 13,
2024, Recreation Committee minutes and approve them as distributed. Second by Director
Klein. Upon voice vote, motion carried.

CURRENT FUNDING AND PROJECT REVIEW

Merri Mooridian, Secretary, reviewed the list of current projects. Projects approved in 2024 total
$707,865. The amount expended toward projects in 2024 is $631,321. The balance remaining to
be expended on outstanding projects is $2,019,444. A copy of the table showing current projects
is attached to these minutes as Annex Il.
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EXPIRING PROJECTS

City of Towner - - The City of Towner was awarded $19,838 in 2021 for development of a splash
pad in the city park. A balance of $18,113 has yet to be expended on this project. The organization
was contacted with no response; therefore, $18,113 will go back into the Recreation Fund.

City of Coleharbor - - The City of Coleharbor was awarded $23,460 to purchase and install
playground equipment at the city park. A balance of $14,859.15 remains unexpended for this
project. The organization was contacted with no response; therefore, $14,859.15 will go back into
the Recreation Fund.

Pierce County Park Board - - The Pierce County Park Board was awarded $1,250 for picnic
tables and a jungle gym at Barton Park. To date, no funds have been expended on this project.
The organization was contacted with no response; therefore, $1,250 will go back into the
Recreation Fund.

Sheridan County Park Board - - Sheridan County Park Board was awarded $4,093 in 2021 for
development of a swimming area at Hoffer Lake. To date, no funds have been expended on this
project. The organization was contacted and the county auditor replied requesting an extension
on this project.

Motion by Director Walter to extend the project deadline for the Sheridan County Park
Board to November 1, 2024. Second by Director Klein. Upon roll call vote, the following
directors voted aye: Cayko, Kassian, Klein, Metzger and Walter. Those voting nay: none.
Absent and not voting: Johnson. Motion carried.

City of Streeter - - The City of Streeter was awarded $1,750 for electrical upgrades at the
campground. To date, no funds have been expended on this project. The organization was
contacted and an invoice was submitted, which is eligible for reimbursement of $462.13
contingent upon receiving copies of cancelled checks or a bank statement. Once this information
is submitted, the reimbursement will be paid.

MODIFICATION REQUEST

Fairmount Park Board - - Fairmount Park Board was awarded $9,750 in 2023 to replace
playground equipment at the park. The park board has been reimbursed $6,080, leaving a
balance of $3,670. They are now requesting an amendment be approved for their park project to
include four picnic tables in the amount of $5,100.

Stacey Gussiaas, Administrative Assistant, Garrison Diversion, explained the park board had paid
for a portion of the project expenses prior to the grant being awarded, which made those items
ineligible for grant funding. The suggestion was made that the park board request their project be
amended to allow the remaining funds to be used toward the purchase of the picnic tables.

Motion by Director Klein to approve amending the Fairmount Park Board’s original project
to allow funding in the amount of $3,670 to be used toward the purchase of picnic tables
at the city park. Second by Director Metzger. Upon roll call vote, the following directors
voted aye: Cayko, Kassian, Klein, Metzger and Walter. Those voting nay: none. Absent and
not voting: Johnson. Motion carried.
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Mayville Park District - - Mayville Park District was awarded funding in September 2023 for
landscaping, signage, parking and interior fencing at Cometville Park in the amount of $21,887.
The parking space and landscaping were not completed due to lack of other funds. The park
district did focus its efforts and funding on making the court space useable including picnic tables,
benches, a windscreen to the pickleball area and trash receptacles.

Ms. Mooridian said if the park district was coming in with a new grant, all of the above items would
be eligible. She asked if the committee would agree to amending Mayville’s grant to include these
other items. No additional funds would be awarded.

Motion by Director Walter to approve amending Mayville Park District’s original project to
allow funding of $21,887 to be used toward the purchase of picnic tables, benches, a
windscreen to the pickleball area and trash receptacles at Cometville Park. Second by
Director Metzger. Upon roll call vote, the following directors voted aye: Cayko, Kassian,
Klein, Metzger and Walter. Those voting nay: none. Absent and not voting: Johnson.
Motion carried.

Ms. Gussiaas reminded the committee of a previous application from Mayville in which they
requested funding for the purchase and installation of two FUNbrella shade structures at
Waterpark. The committee approved funding contingent upon the park district justifying the high
cost of installation. The park district ended up going with a cheaper company, and they were able
to have the installation completed for less money. Since they have extra funds remaining, they
are gquestioning whether they could add some tables and chairs to the same application or does
the park district need to return the funds and reapply.

Director Klein said he does not want to set a precedent allowing the grantees to request any
unspent funds be moved around and used toward another project.

Motion by Director Walter requesting the Mayville Park District reapply for funding to
purchase tables and chairs at Waterpark. Second by Director Klein. Upon roll call vote, the
following directors voted aye: Cayko, Kassian, Klein, Metzger and Walter. Those voting
nay: none. Absent and not voting: Johnson. Motion carried.

COMPLETED PROJECTS

Ms. Mooridian referred to the completed projects table. Funding in the amount of $8.1 million has
been awarded for recreation projects since the program’s inception. Expenditures for the program
are $7.4 million. A copy of the table is attached to these minutes as Annex lll.

RECREATION GRANT FORM

Ms. Mooridian referred to the grant application form, which is included in the meeting packet for
the committee’s referral.

Ms. Gussiaas reported Director Dave Johnson, who serves on the Recreation Committee but was
unable to attend the meeting today, asked her to pass along his thoughts in regard to awarding
grant funds to larger projects in phases. He does not fully agree with this philosophy any longer.
He also mentioned decreasing the maximum dollar amount that can be awarded for individual
projects from $75,000 to $50,000.
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The committee discussed both of these issues. It was the consensus of the committee not to
change the application or program guidelines at this time. The committee can make adjustments
based on the amount of funding available at the time applications are being considered.

REVIEW OF GRANT APPLICATIONS

Fargo Park District - - Tony Schmitt, Park Director, Fargo Park District, presented the park
district’s funding request in the amount $33,000 for improvements at Anderson Softball Complex
in south Fargo. Improvements include replacing dugouts, players benches, adding a picnic
shelter, picnic tables and a concrete slab walkway. The total estimated project cost is $132,000.
A copy of the grant application is attached to these minutes as Annex IV.

Grand Forks Park District - - Lief Larsen and Steve Hell, representing the Grand Forks Park
District, addressed the committee regarding the park district's funding request for $37,500 to
renovate the Riverside Park playground, which consists of purchasing and installing new
playground equipment. The total estimated project cost is $150,000. A copy of the grant
application is attached to these minutes as Annex V.

Watford City Park District - - Robin Arndt, Superintendent, Watford City Park District, presented
the park district’s $75,000 funding request to develop an inclusive playground at Kent Pelton
Nature Park. This playground will offer disability essentials such as ramps and railings, as well as
equipment that blends physical activities with accessibility, sensory and nature. The project will
provide a multisensory experience including features that incorporate sound, textures and colors
to improve motor skills, stimulate creativity and boost physical and social development. The total
estimated project cost is $1,105,000. A copy of the grant application is attached to these minutes
as Annex VI.

Steele County Park Board - - Justin Gram, representing the Steele County Park Board,
presented the park board’s request for $30,361 in grant funds for the pickleball addition at Golden
Lake. The project consists of building a pickleball court with an addition for a basketball court
and/or volleyball court. The project will be done in phases. Phase | and Il include the concrete
and fencing. The total estimated project cost is $121,445. A copy of the grant application is
attached to these minutes as Annex VII.

Hope Park Board - - Randy Richards, representing the Hope Park Board, presented the park
board’s request in the amount of $75,000 for the construction of an event center located at the
Hope Golf Course. The total estimated project cost is $600,00. A copy of the grant application is
attached to these minutes as Annex VIII.

Jamestown Parks and Recreation District - - Amy Walter, Executive Director, Jamestown
Parks and Recreation District, presented the park district’s funding request of $75,000 to complete
Phase Il of the McElroy Park field renovation project. This project consists of two Cal
Ripken/fastpitch softball fields and two accessible tee ball fields that will be available for use by
Special Olympics and other groups with disabilities. The total estimated cost of the project is
$642,664. A copy of the grant application is attached to these minutes as Annex IX.

Stutsman County Park Board - - Karl Bergh, Superintendent, Stutsman County Parks,
presented the park board’s request in the amount of $28,503 to replace playground equipment at
Jamestown Reservoir. The total estimated project cost is $114,010. A copy of the grant
application is attached to these minutes as Annex X.
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Medina City Park - - Scott Moser, Secretary/Treasurer, Medina City Park, presented a request
for $5,750 in grant funding for the purchase and installation of a chain link fence around the
Medina baseball field. The total estimated project cost is $23,000. A copy of the grant application
is attached to these minutes as Annex XI.

City of Sawyer - - Serena Goodrich and Tessa Miller presented a grant request in the amount of
$12,250 on behalf of the City of Sawyer for the construction of multi-sport court in the city park to
include basketball, volleyball and pickleball. The total estimated project cost for the indoor
playground is $49,000. A copy of the grant application is attached to these minutes as Annex XII.

Harvey Park District - - Michael Leier, representing Harvey Park District, presented the park
district’s funding request for $75,000 to construct a new zero entry swimming pool, including a
splash pad area, basketball hoops, climbing wall, diving board and shaded canopies. The total
estimated project cost is $3,700,000. A copy of the grant application is attached to these minutes
as Annex XIII.

Newburg Park Board - - Scott Hunskor, President, Newburg Park Board, presented a funding
request for $20,600 on behalf of the park board to construct a gazebo at the city park. The total
estimated project cost is $82,400. A copy of the grant application is attached to these minutes as
Annex XIV.

Argusville Park Board - - The Argusville Park Board requests $20,000 to purchase and install
new playground equipment and surfacing at the city park. The total estimated project cost is
$227,110. A copy of the grant application is attached to these minutes as Annex XV.

Minot Park District - - The Minot Park District is requesting $31,606 in grant funds to purchase
and install playground equipment at the new playground for the South Hill Softball
Complex. The total estimated project cost is $126,424. A copy of the grant application is attached
to these minutes as Annex XVI.

Manvel Park Board - - The Manvel Park Board is requesting funds in the amount of $16,687 for
Phase Il development of the park area in Manvel to include a patio and sidewalks. The total
estimated project cost is $66,746. A copy of the grant application is attached to these minutes as
Annex XVII.

COMMITTEE CONSIDERATION OF GRANT APPLICANTS

Approved Projects

Chairman Kassian commented a total of $536,257 is being requested for grant funding today.
Currently, $223,460 is available for funding.

Ms. Mooridian reminded the committee at the March 2024 Recreation Committee meeting a
motion was made at that time to reduce the $75,000 grant requests, approving $50,000 for each
of those projects. If the committee chooses to do the same today, the revised total amount of
requests would be reduced to $436,257.

Motion by Director Walter to reduce the funding limit request on projects eligible for
$75,000 to $50,000 for this round of applicants. Second by Director Metzger. Upon roll call
vote, the following directors voted aye: Cayko, Kassian, Klein, Metzger and Walter. Those
voting nay: none. Absent and not voting: Johnson. Motion carried.
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Motion by Director Walter and Second by Director Klein to approve a grand total of
$436,257, with $212,797 to come from the Recreation Reserve Fund, to be allocated to the
following recreation grant program applicants:

Newburg Park Board up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible costs
not to exceed $20,600 to construct a gazebo at the city park.

Fargo Park District up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible costs not
to exceed $33,000 for improvements at Anderson Softball Complex to include dugouts,
players benches, picnic shelter, picnic tables and a concrete slab walkway.

Argusville Park Board up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible costs
not to exceed $20,000 to purchase and install new playground equipment and surfacing.

Manvel Park District up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible costs
not to exceed $16,687 for Phase Il development of the park area in Manvel to include a
patio and sidewalks.

Grand Forks Park District up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible
costs not to exceed $37,500 to renovate the Riverside Park playground, which consists of
purchasing and installing new playground equipment.

Watford City Park District up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible
costs not to exceed $50,000 to develop an all-inclusive playground at Kent Pelton Nature
Park.

Steele County Park Board up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible
costs not to exceed $30,361 for Phase | and Il development of a pickleball court at Golden

Lake to include the concrete and fencing.

Hope Park Board up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible costs not
to exceed $50,000 for construction of a multi-purpose event center located at the Hope golf
course.

Jamestown Parks and Recreation up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the
eligible costs not to exceed $50,000 to complete Phase Il of the McElroy Park field
renovation project, consisting of two multi-purpose, ADA accessible tee ball fields.

Stutsman County Park Board up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible
costs not to exceed $28,503 to replace playground equipment at Jamestown Reservoir.

Medina City Park up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible costs not
to exceed $5,750 for the purchase and installation of a chain link fence around the Medina
baseball field.

City of Sawyer up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible costs not to
exceed $12,250 for the construction of multi-sport court in the city park to include
basketball, volleyball and pickleball.
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Minot Park District up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible costs not
to exceed $31,606 to purchase and install playground equipment at the new playground at
the South Hill Softball Complex.
Harvey Park District up to 25 percent of the local, non-federal share of the eligible costs
not to exceed $50,000 to construct a new zero entry swimming pool, including a splash
pad area, basketball hoops, climbing wall, diving board and shaded canopies.

Upon roll call vote, the following directors voted aye: Cayko, Kassian, Klein, Metzger, and
Walter. Those voting nay: None. Absent and not voting: Johnson. Motion carried.

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Description of Project Features

As part of the Grand Forks Park District’s operational planning, older playgrounds
that have reached the end of their useful life will be replaced by new facilities. The
current playground equipment at Riverside Park was erected in 1996 and the Park
District has determined that replacing it in 2025 will be a priority.

Riverside Park is approximately 25 acres on the north side of Grand Forks and
nestled beautifully against the Red River on the border of Minnesota. Maps of the
park have been included in this application. The park was purchased in 1909 and
was one of the first park developments in the city of Grand Forks. Amenities at the
park include a pool and bath house, an ice-skating rink and warming house, tennis
courts, playground, shelters and more. There are half a dozen landscape beds
throughout the park and the Greenway Bike Path moves through the park, weaving
peacefully along the Red River.

A unique and popular park, its location is nearly entirely located within the
floodplain, thus levees and flood protection systems are located along the inner
perimeter of the park. The flood of 1997 required redesign of the park and pool to
accommodate the flood protection system. The new system placed the park on
the unprotected side of the levee. Periodic flooding is an accepted occurrence and
appropriate steps are made to minimize damage to amenities in case of spring
overflow of the Red River.

A detailed proposal and specifications of the playground equipment from Grondahl
Recreation, Inc. is included with this grant application. Although the price on the
proposal is listed at about $170,000.00 it is expected that the delivered price will
be approximately $150,000.00. A rendering of the finished playground is also
included in this application.

The Watford City Park District is excited to embark on the journey to provide our
community with an inclusive playground that embraces accommodations for all to enjoy.
The inclusive playground will be designed with equipment and resources that meet the
needs of individuals with a diverse range of disabilities and abilities alike. The playground
will not just offer disability essentials such as ramps and railings but will include equipment
that blends physical activities with accessibility, sensory, and nature to make everyone
feel healthy and happy in the playground. The environment will provide a multisensory
experience including features that incorporate sound, textures, and colors, to improve
motor skills, stimulate creativity, and boost physical and social development.

BACKGRQOUND :

The Steele County Park Board is a local political subdivision in Steele County, ND and
primarily has jurisdiction over Golden Lake. Golden Lake is a recreational lake located in
the middle of Steele County, ND, approximately 75 miles SW from Grand Forks, ND and NW
from Fargo, ND. The Steele County Park Board has made a number of changes tc Golden
Lake throughout the years to include: increased inlet/outlet system to allow the Lake to
receive more or less water pending the local conditions, rebuilt the inlet system so that itis
in proper working condition, and has recently, with the help of a FEMA HMGP grant, placed
rated storm shelters on both sides of the Lake to help protect the visitors from the weather
and other natural hazards. The Steele County Park Board is committed to enhancing
Golden Lake to be a major spot for all visitors to relax, enjoy the outdoors, and have a little

fun.

PROJECT PROPOSAL:

The project proposed is to build a pickleball and basketball court for the visitors of Golden
Lake. Pickleball has hit the United States with a fierce passion as of the last several years. It
is truly a sport for everyone ages 0-99+. The Park Board owns an enclosed, heated, and air-
conditioned Pavilion on the west side of the lake where events take place such as birthday
parties, graduation parties, and family reunions. Behind the Pavilion is an empty lot where a
pickleball court could be placed.

The idea is a simple one - install a pickleball court with an addition for a basketball court
and/or volleyball court. These items meet the requirements for the Park Board to help
improve the experiences of the lake as well as get people to get outinto the open air and
expetience the great outdoors.

The project, due to funding constraints, will have to be completed in phases. Phase 1 is the
installation of the concrete slab. A quote showing $76,000 for the slab is attached. Phase 2
includes the fencing of the courts themselves.

BACKGRQUND :

The City of Hope Park Board is a local political subdivision of the City of Hope, located in
Steele County, ND. The Hope Park Board has primary jurisdiction over the parks in the City
of Hope with additional jurisdiction of the Hope Golf Course. The Hope Golf Course is
located approximately 3 miles east of the City of Hope along the junction of ND Hwy 32 and
ND Hwy 38. The Hope Park Board has made several changes throughout the years to the
Hope Golf Course to include grass greens instead of sand greens, building and instatlation
of golf cart shacks, installed irrigation to the grass greens, and repairs to the clubhouse.
The Hope Park Board is committed to enhancing the Golf Course and the parks in the City
to be a major spot for all visitors to play, relax, and have fun.

PROJECT PROPOSAL:

The project proposed is to build a new clubhouse located at the golf course. The old
clubhouse (currently standing) was built in the 1960s and is no longer functional. The Park
Board has spent over $500,000 in the last 10 years alone on the maintenance and upkeep
of the clubhouse. This clubhouse has served its purpose and is no longer functional for the
needs of the Park Board. The Park Board is wanting to build a new clubhouse which will
also accommodate a large meeting space to be rented out for local and area meetings.
This project is part of a larger ptan within the City of Hope to expand the meeting spaces
that are available at any given time. Currently, the only meeting space available is the
American Legion located in the City of Hope. This only sits about 100 people and cannot
hold the people involved in the different meetings/associations/gatherings throughout the
year. Small communities like the City of Hope boast a robust agricultural community. The
Clifford Elevator is a large part of the agricultural community in the City of Hope and
throughout the 200-mile radius from the City of Hope. This employer alone hosts an annuat
meeting for its producers and employees and CANNOT rent out the Legion due to the sheer
size of the people coming to the meeting. A new space would allow for employers like the
Elevator to host their meetings in the community in which they serve, all while keeping
funding and economic impacts within the local community in which it serves.

The current clubhouse, due to the changing weather conditions over the years, has flooded
due to overland and river floodings in 8 of the last 10 years of floods. Two years ago, the
clubhouse was completely gutted and cleaned due to the flood waters. Last year, the roof
caved in due to the exorbitant amount of snow and ice received and ruined the cleaning
that was completed only the year before. In order to get the clubhouse ready for this year,
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24-201

the Park Board had to spend another $150,000 to gut, clean, and repair the clubhouse to
get everything back in working order.

Due to all these repairs, the clubhouse has seen some major electrical problems. Animals
and critters seek shelter in the crevasses of the building and have ruined the electrical lines
in the building. This problem caused the clubhouse to not be open this year for the season
and has required the Park Board to get creative in how they opened the golf course for the
season. Unfortunately, this has caused the Park Board to make the decision to build a new
building instead of investing any more money into the current building. This decision did
not come easy; however, a funding campaign was started to get a new building and just
over $400,000 has been raised by the community in a short 4-month period.

The idea is to build a new 48x80 building with a commercial kitchen and a large meeting
area to accommodate the needs of the city, the Park Board, the golf course, and the needs
of the supporters of the City and the Park Board.

THE REQUEST:

The request is for $75,000 in funding to help the Park Board come closer to its goal of
building a new clubhouse. To date, the Park Board has raised over $400,000 in private
donations specifically earmarked for this project. The Park Board is planning on beginning
this project this fall still with the removal of the old building and the digging of the
foundation work. This request will go to help with this process. Additional funds are being
requested through other funding sources such as USDA, National Parks Service, and other
local and state agencies. Annual maintenance costs for this project will be up to $25,000
and will be bore by the Hope Park Board. These maintenance costs will also save the
taxpayers in the Hope Park District thousands of dollars over the years as the Park Board

will be able to levy less dollars to maintain its parks.

Description of Project Features:

Since 2015 the local youth baseball organization, Jaybal, has identified the need to renovate the Al
Boelke Youth baseball complex. Limitations of funding and other community priorities has delayed the
project moving forward. Despite the lack of appropriate playing facilities youth baseball is thriving in
Jamestown and currently there are 22 teams with approximately 360 players. The complex currently
consists of 4 little league fields in the northeast portion of McElroy Park adjacent to Jack Brown Stadium.
It serves as the primary location for youth (ages 6-12) baseball competitions and as a practice facility for
Babe Ruth, Legion, High School, College, and Amateur teams. No significant updates or renovations have
been made to the complex since it was originally constructed in the 1960s. The complex currently does
not meet player or fan safety expectations, accessibility requirements, or include the amenities that are
expected at youth athletic facilities. This has resulted in opposing teams refusing to travel to Jamestown
for competitions and the inability to host tournaments. In 2023 Mammoth Sports Construction was
contracted by Jamestown Parks and Recreation to begin Phase | of the field renovation project. Phase !
consists of a Babe Ruth baseball field, a Cal Ripken baseball/fastpitch softball field, batting cages, and
support building to include restrooms, concessions and maintenance. The first phase is scheduled for
completion by December 2024. This request is to fund the top priority in Phase Il which is two multi-
purpose tee ball sized fields that will also be ADA accessible and used for Special Olympics and other
groups that offer programming for individuals with disabilities.

At 10:24 a.m., Chairman Klose called the regular meeting of the Stutsman County Park Board to order.
Jerry Bergquist, Chad Wolsky, Levi Taylor, Mark Klose, Joan Morris were present. Merri Mooridian and
Henry Steinberger were present via phone.

Karl Bergh, Park Superintendent, presented an update on the playground equipment at Lakeside Park,
Bergh stated that the playground equipment has reached its life expectancy and is no longer usable. Bergh
would like to submit a grant request from Garrison Diversion. Moarris stated her hesitancy due to the area
of playground equipment being installed being a shared property with the Farmer’s Union camp. Farmer’s
Union asked that they consider helping with the cost of the equipment. Wolsky suggested putting an
agreement into place between Farmer’s Union and Stutsman County giving the county final say over the
equipment on the shared land.

Bergquist brought forth an article that was released by the Jamestown Sun about the ground squirre!
infiltration west of Ave Maria and questioned whether the Park Board or Bureau of Reclamation currently
owned the land. Bergh stated that the Park Board manages the land, but the Bureau retained the property.
Mooridian suggested looking into the contracting with the USDA about the infestation.

Morris asked Mike May, Interstate Engineering, about the island bridge. May stated that the project was
moved by the DOT to 2026 due to funding sources. Morris stated that this project is being partially funded
through the ARPA fund and that the funds need to be spent by the end of 2026. Alonge clarified that the
grant for the box culvert was through the DOT and the bid date was moved to 2025, but due to the ARPA
funds, the county needs a signed contract and bid date before the end of 2024.

Mooridian stated that Bergh would not be able to order any playground equipment if he was seeking a
Garrison Diversion grant for the project. The grant due dates are September 1, 2024, or April 1, 2025. A
motion for Bergh to apply for the Garrison Diversion Grant by September 1 was made by Berquist,
seconded by Steinberger. Motion carried.

A motion to approve the mid-month bills was made by Mooridian, seconded by Taylor. Roll call vote:
Morris, Taylor, Klose, Mooridian, Steinberger, Bergquist, and Wolsky voted aye. Motion carried,

Project Description:

Final phase project improvements will complete North Dakota’s most extensive and longest
Water Trail with 19 paddle landings along 199-miles of the Sheyenne River through all of Barnes
and Ransom and parts of Griggs and Richland Counties from the east edge of the Sheyenne
National Grassland to the north end of Lake Ashtabula.

Wood Landing:

The Wood Landing, is private land whereby a 99-year Recreational Use Easement has been
approved for improvements located on an approximate 1.5-acre site. The Wood Landing is
located midway between Highway 46 and Ft. Ransom State Park about 6 river miles north of

the State Park.

The Water Trail Advisory Committee will remove tree debris along the river bank, gravel the old
river access, install a clay approach, remove topsoil and install a new gravel parking lot and
approach. Map & information kiosks will be installed along with a floating dock with launch &
ramp, bike rack, picnic table, trash can and concrete privy. The privy will match the existing
privies along the Byway and Barnes County Parks and will include a 1000-gallon poly holding
tank.

Site maintenance will be provided by Fort Ransom State Park.

After this phase is completed, ten landings will have floating docks with hand launches and
ramps providing easy paddie accessibility for all ages.

Concrete Pads:

Also included in this project application is the installation of concrete pads at 14 landing
locations and install 44” X 44” map and information kiosks, twelve 5-place bike racks and 2
garbage containers. Topsoil will be removed, compacted Class V gravel will be placed, concrete
with rebar and ground sleeves for the removable kiosks will be installed, with edged and broom
finished concrete, topsoil will be added & seeded or gravel placed as applicable.

Engineering:
Final Engineering to complete the Water Trail Project.

Funding:

The Water Trail has grown from 180-miles to 199-miles long and from an initial budget of
$344,185.00 to a final construction project of $878,179.00. All construction funds for this
project except the $69,400 applied for in this grant have been raised.
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Attachment 2 “Uses & Sources of Funds” identifies final phase projects and the associated
costs.

Barnes and Ransom Counties are challenged at having available cash for recreational projects.
Therefore, to reduce the burden from any additional taxes to respective County residents, the
Water Trail Advisory Committee was able to raise 50% ($69,400) of the project funds from
regional groups identified in Attachment 2 that represent the service area of the two respective

Counties.

Barnes County will continue to serve as the political subdivision and fiscal agent through
construction. Bobby Koepplin, Water Trail Advisory Member, former Barnes County Park Board
member and Sheyenne River National Scenic Byway Chairman, will manage the project
construction.

Construction:

Upon notification of grant approval, contracts for the Concrete Privy, floating dock launch and
ramp will be signed. Strata and Sheyenne Concrete contracts will be signed and contractors
would start in Spring. It is expected with the exception of the possible backlog and delay for the
privy delivery that all work would be completed by midsummer 2025.

The Water Trail Advisory Committee will develop the sites after which Partners will provide site
maintenance, pull docks/launches in Fall and install docks/launches in Spring as well as remove
map and information kiosks prior to a river flood event.

Construction projects that are part of this application will add to the recreational options for
North Dakota residents and visitors, providing for paddling trips of a greater variety of lengths
and starting/ending points.

The Water Trail is an innovative opportunity to provide enhanced outdoor recreational access
that will help paddle users experience Legendary North Dakota.

The water trail effectively responds to one of the primary needs identified in the ND State
Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan: Sixty-three percent of North Dakota households are
interested in going to a park, natural area or green space to play on a playground, have a picnic,
enjoy nature or relax, with 54% interested in visiting a modern park or natural area.

Statewide page 15: “Forty-five percent of households in North Dakota are interested in
canoeing or kayaking. Waterways and designated paddling trails for canoeing or kayaking are
primary weaknesses across the state.

Region 6 (primary region of trail) page 22: “Designated paddling trails and waterways for
canoeing or kayaking are primary weaknesses in Region 6.”

A Memorandum of Understanding detailing the cooperation between partners interested
parties is in process.

Partners agreed to use the designated, standard Sheyenne River Water Trail logo, approved
kiosk signage and other signs for low-head dams, river miles, bridge signs, paddle landing
trailhead kiosks, traffic directional signs and access points that are included in the sign plan as
feasible and applicable. Installed roadway signage through 5 Counties starting with Steele
County, bridge identifiers and mileage markers, launch sites and river signage is visible to the
public. The signage was installed using the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices for
design and standards for install. Partners also agree to maintain their signage and public access
points identified in the Sheyenne River Water Trail MOU and Water Trail Management Plan
(currently under development) and shall market the Water Trail to the general public. This
water trail is striving to meet or exceed the National Park Service standards for National Water
Trail designation.

The Partners agree to work collaboratively to uphold the Mission, Vision and Goal listed below.
The Mission is to create a non-regulatory collaborative partnership committed to the
coordination, development, promotion of the Sheyenne River Water Trail and public access
which will increase outdoor recreation and promote strong and healthy citizens and
communities.

The Partners’ Vison is that the Sheyenne River will be known as a premiere water recreation
area in central and southeast North Dakota.
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The Partners’ Ultimate Goal will be to develop a water trail that is nationally designated and
recognized from the Sheyenne National Grassland in Richland County, through Ransom and
Barnes Counties to the northern end of Lake Ashtabula in Griggs County. This designation
would complement the existing North Country National Scenic Trail (4,600-mile hiking trail
traversing across 8 states to Sakakawea State Park in North Dakota. It runs parallel to much of
the Sheyenne River) and the 63-mile Sheyenne River Valley National Scenic Byway.

The Water Trail is increasing the recreational opportunities in the Sheyenne Valley as well as
increase public awareness about the river. Growing tourism on the river will bring more people
into our community businesses which will be great for our economies. It will provide another
outdoor activity to help create healthier communities, one of our Governor’s missions. The
water trail will get people out in nature and hopefully inspire them to preserve the beauty
around them,

Expected outcomes include:

e Accessible waterways, healthy communities, and enhanced economies.

e Comprehensive section maps for the public to navigate the water trail safely (low-head
dams, access points, camping spots, portage locations and parking areas with public
access). The National Park Service will also produce maps like the current NPS maps for
National Parks. Possible development of mobile/online apps.

e Valley City Convention & Visitors Bureau will maintain and update tourism-related
marketing materials (including enhancement of the www.valleycitytourism.com
website), provide business listings for Water Trail users, as well as promote events and
activities along the water trail.

® Increased public awareness of the river ecosystem and how it supports wildlife.

e Establish a strong user group that will focus on sustainability of the water trail and
preservation of nature.

e Become a National Park Service nationally designated and certified water trail.

Five-year goals include:

¢ Printed map of the entire trail.

¢ Greenway development- Valley City and Lisbon are in the process of building permanent
flood protection. Developing river user-friendly greenways is a priority.

e Host annual events like RiverFest that bring people together to enjoy each other and the
river. Sheyenne RiverFest has grown to over 600 people having a great time on the
Sheyenne River. This year, the seventh annual event will be held August 2"9, 2025. We
continue to break the record of paddle devices {non-motorized) launched on the
Sheyenne. RiverFest included paddiers completing sections up and down the Sheyenne
River, informational booths about boat safety etc., craft vendors, food trucks as well as
raffle drawings for awesome door prizes (art, kayaks, paddles and gift cards).

e Create and sustain a not-for-profit organization, (Sheyenne River Water Trail
Association), to oversee the continued development and maintenance of the Water Trail
and host an Annual Meeting as applicable. The Water Trail Advisory Committee is
currently a subcommittee of the Sheyenne River Valley Scenic Byway Association a
501C3 nonprofit.
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* The annual RiverFest event generates revenue to help sustain the Water Trail long-term
maintenance, in addition to what partners have committed to in maintaining all paddle
landings along the Sheyenne River as noted below.

Eagles, Little Yellowstone and Wood Landings are on private land where 99-year Recreational
Use Easements have been signed and recorded.

Existing minimally developed landings will be improved to include: riprap, some rock step
structures to get around rapids or low head dams, gravel and additional signage.
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Since the start of RiverFest in 2019, partners are seeing increased use of the river and seeing
more paddlers hauling bikes so that they can drop the bike off downstream at a respective
landing, drive back upstream to a fanding of choice, paddle a section of river, bike back to their
vehicle and retrieve their paddle device.

An increase in rental requests caused a kayak kiosk to be purchased at a development cost of
$31,805. The kiosk has two - 2 person and six - single kayaks along with paddles and life jackets
that can be rented and returned via an on-site credit card station. The kayak kiosk is operated
by Valley City Parks and Recreation and is located at the Bjornson Golf Course. Discussion has
occurred with respect to purchase of a second kayak kiosk.

KU Engineering, Valley City, ND has provided construction engineering for improvements,
mapping, development of the Master Sign plan specifications and bidding, provided staking for
sign install and is creating as-built files for the project.

The Water Trail Partnership has been working with advisors Brian Leaders and Holly Larson,
Outdoor Recreation Planners from the National Park Service through a Rivers, Trails and
Conservation Assistance (RTCA) program providing community assistance for locally-led park
and trail development and conservation projects.

Both parties are extensively involved in the development of a comprehensive Water Trail Plan.
Water Trail Partner Committee meetings started out quarterly, then went to monthly and
recently have been held weekly.

Schwehr, Vicky Lovell, Pete Paulson, and Shawn Olauson present. Chairman Bill Carlblom called the meeting to
order at 8:00 a.m., rollcall was taken, the Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the agenda was reviewed.

Highway Department

The trailer that is used for hauling the skid steer and culverts was bought in 2005 and needs major repair. Axles
need replacing and major welding needs to be done. The quote for fixing from Quality Auto Body is $5,465.00 fo
make all the necessary repairs. Tim Tangen received quotes for a new trailer. A 22' trailer with a 6' stationary
platform at the front with16' tilt quoted from Visto's is a Midsota trailer at $10,300.00 and General Equipment 22’ Trail
King trailer is $13,800.00. RDO bid a 20" trailer with 16" tilt at $13,000.00. Pete Paulson made a motion to approve
purchasing a new trailer from Visto'’s for $10,300.00; Vicky Lovell seconded the motion. The motion carries upon roll
call vote with all members voting yes. The old trailer will be put on the next county auction. The Highway
Department would like to purchase the 2007 Dodge Ram pickup for $10,000.00 from the Weed Board and the
Highway Dept. would sell the 2012 1500 with high mileage. Jason Metcalf and Ryan Metcalf received Road Scholar
One status through NDLTAP and were recognized and congratulated by the commission. The resolution for the
Road 4 grade raise resolution needs to be signed as the federal funds are now being received. This project was
approved back in 2022. To receive federal funds, the county needs a LEP, LAP, and 504 plan. We do have those
plans however we need to add an update for the new jail and for some new buildings in the park. The North Country
Trail Association requested additional signage along the bridges south on Kathryn Road and by Wesley Acres.

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DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

The first phase of the Southwest Metro Regional Pond, developed by the City of Fargo in
2019, serves as an efficient solution for managing stormwater runoff in a growing area
encompassing approximately 2,300 acres. This large-scale regional pond represents an
innovative approach from the City’s traditional method of handling stormwater retention, which
previously relied on individual ponds within each development. During the project’s feasibility
study, it was determined that constructing the storm sewer infrastructure to serve these 2,300
acres would around $16 million more (in 2019 dollars) if the stormwater retention were handled
within each development rather than through a single, large regional pond. As infrastructure costs
continue to rise, Fargo is constantly looking for ways to provide essential infrastructure to our
residents at the lowest cost possible. This innovative project accomplishes that goal and
ultimately reduces the overall cost of homeownership for the future residents living in this area.
Besides the cost savings, the regional approach to the stormwater pond also encourages denser
land development within its service area while preserving existing floodplains as open green
spaces. The first phase of construction for this project was completed in 2021, involving the
construction of approximately fifty acres of the overall pond system, which was planted with
native grass through a collaboration with Dakota Audubon. The second and final phase of
construction is scheduled to start in the spring of 2025 and finish in 2026.

These ponds will not only function as a key piece of City infrastructure. But will also
offer over 200 acres of open space for Fargo residents to enjoy as a new recreation area. Our
vision is to continue to create a native wetland and upland prairie for recreation and wildlife
habitat. The native areas will be seeded with dormant seed in late winter (March 2026) to allow
time for seed stratification, necessary for certain forb species. This work would be completed in
collaboration with local contractors and in-kind labor by the Fargo Park District. This will result
in the establishment of 80 acres of native prairie habitat.

Another key component of creating a new recreation area in Southwest Fargo would be
the implementation of 1.3 miles of 6” wide gravel trails, benches, and interpretive signage. The
trail project would be planned for construction in 2026. We believe by creating a new recreation
area along the ponds area, we would meet the three pillars (goals) of the National Recreation and
Park Association; Health/Wellness, Social Equity, and Conservation. Trails consistently rank
high as a primary need by residents in the North Dakota State Comprehensive Outdoor
Recreation Plan in the Fargo area and walking is consistently ranked as the #1 leisure activity
nationwide.

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The New Rockford Park District plans to update the Jim Johnson Legion Field bathrooms this
upcoming spring. The bathrooms we have are currently not ADA Compliant and are also in need
of a major upgrade. This was brought to the board’s attention last spring after baseball had
started, and we made sure to make that a priority for the upcoming year. Our field hosts games
for our school football and baseball teams, as well as our summer youth baseball programs,
bringing in around 6,000 visitors each year. This would not only help our park continue to look
great, but also provide our visitors with a modern, ADA-compliant restroom to use.

Our plans are to install new fixtures in both the women’s bathroom and the men’s bathroom.
We plan to turn the women’s restroom into a handicap accessible family restroom by tearing
out the partition walls and making it a single stall bathroom. We are going to add in an ADA
compliant toilet, new sink, changing station, and a new door with ADA compliant door handle
and lock. Both bathrooms (men’s and unisex handicap accessible) will get new metal doors that
deadbolt lock from the outside only, and we will also tear out the barriers in front of both
entrances. On the current women’s side, we will be adding a landing and sidewalk leading from
the road to the bathroom door.

Too often, people with mobility
challenges are forced to navigate a world
designed for the able-bodied, with limited
opportunities to experience activities
many take for granted—such as enjoying a
day on the lake. Recognizing this disparity,
Jeff and Jennifer Gooss made it their

mission to create a truly inclusive outdoor
space, where individuals of all abilities can experience the water without barriers or burdens. Their
vision led to the construction and donation of North Dakota’s most inclusive wheelchair-accessible
ramp and lift for individuals with disabilities.

The Wheelchairs & Walleyes Project is driven by the belief that every child, adult, senior citizen,
and veteran with mobility challenges deserves the opportunity to experience independence and the
joy of outdoor recreation. This vision is shared by the Devils Lake Lake Access Committee and the
Devils Lake Park District, which has taken the lead in bringing this project to Devils Lake.

The Devils Lake Lake Access Committee—comprising the Devils Lake Park District, City of Devils
Lake, Ramsey County, and the Devils Lake Area Chamber of Commerce—is committed to
enhancing public access and accommodations on Devils Lake. The committee is chaired by the
Devils Lake Park District President and works collaboratively to ensure accessibility initiatives are
successfully implemented and maintained.

To support this effort, the Devils Lake Park District has donated land within Lakewood Park and is
upgrading restroom facilities to be fully ADA-compliant, including the addition of an adult changing
station.

Description of Project

Jack Brown Stadium was originally built in 1917 and was named McElroy Park. The original
wooden stands burned in 1991 and by 1992 Jack Brown Stadium was rebuilt to resemble the
exact stands that stood there for 80+ years. Jack Brown Stadium(JBS) has an incredible history
as is known to host some great players such as Satchel Page, Hall of Famer Lefty Grove,
Jamestown High School alumni and World Series Champion (2002) Darin Erstad and Hall of
Famer Grover Cleveland. Currently the facility is the home field for the University of
Jamestown, Jamestown High School, Jamestown Area Youth Baseball (Jaybal) 13—-18-year-old
players, and ND Amateur Baseball.

The existing lighting system at JBS has been in place for over 40 years. Unfortunately, the
system has been rendered inoperable due to a lightning strike in July 2024. While insurance will
cover a small portion of the repairs needed it has been determined that the best course of
action would be to update the entire system to improve operational efficiency and player safety.
This would include the removal of wooden poles that are over 40 years old with incandescent
bulbs and replacement with a state-of-the-art LED system.

This grant would greatly impact our ability to continue to provide baseball from April

through October. Our community, and this field specifically, is host to over 15 teams at the
university, high school, legion, babe ruth, and amateur levels. Jamestown is the home of North
Dakota Amateur Baseball where state tournaments have historically been year over year at
every level described previously. Currently, without a workable lighting solution and the lack of
budget to remedy our situation, we are at risk of this predicament limiting and even

crippling our ability to remain a viable host for baseball games and tournaments that bringin
much needed revenue to our community across many different industries. Due to the nature of
this situation funds had not been previously budgeted for this improvement.

Description of Project Site and Proposed Changes

The new system identified by Musco will be much more energy efficient and allow our staff to
provide the required maintenance. The old, damaged, wooden poles with incandescent bulbs
will be removed and recycled as appropriate. In their place the new pole system will be erected
using an LED Source that incorporates lighting, structural, and electrical components. This
system will improve luminaire efficiency, include an easy operating system, increased durability
and provide the ability to control the light level. In addition, the system is estimated to reduce
energy consumption by up to 80 percent. The project is targeted for a late Spring 2025
installation.

However, after several years of working with a
professional engineering firm to scale the project back in addition to facing numerous
obstacles such as inflation and supply chain shortages; the Kenmare Park District board
determined it was no longer financially feasible or fiscally responsible to move forward with
the pool replacement project. Therefore, it was determined in the summer of 2024 to pivot
the project to a splash pad which is a more affordable option for the Kenmare Park District.

The Kenmare Park District has worked with Dakota Playground since July of 2024 to design

a splash pad suitable to the population of Kenmare. The splash pad is designed for a variety
of users & age groups and will be accessible to participants of all abilities. Local contractors

The original swimming pool located in Kenmare had served the community and the
surrounding rural areas for 44 years. Residents of all ages including youth, families and
retired individuals will now be able to utilize a splash pad for years to come. The populations
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of both Kenmare & Donnybrook will benefit from this project, in addition to the entire
Kenmare School District which encompasses a 600 square mile radius and includes (4)
counties (Ward, Renville, Mountrail & Burke).

However,
the school was demolished in the fall of 2023 and is no longer located on the property. The
adjoining parcels of the remainder of Block 19 house the Kenmare Fire Department and will
eventually include a building constructed by the Kenmare Ambulance Service.

This project is a one-time capital expenditure and will not require ongoing grant support. The
design of the project has significantly less square footage when compared to the original
swimming pool & bath house.

Splash pad moves
closer to being ready

v

for this summer

A water splash pad may finally
be happening during the sum-
mer of 2025 for the community
of Kenmare ... if everything falls
into place, that is.

Jason Harris, of Dakota Play-
ground of Bismarck, was on
hand at the monthly park board
meeting on Wednesday, Febru-
ary 12.

After the Park Board decided
to look at additional options in
August, a splash pad seemed
more realistic for the community,
rather than a pool. It was then,
the board reached out to Harris
to present possible options and
costs for splash pads.

“A community the size of
Kenmare would look at paying
for a pool for about 30 years,”
stated Harris. “A splash pad is
more economically doable.”

When the pool was closed in
2019, the park board worked
with good intentions to have a
pool for use again within two to
three years. The board held many
fundraisers and wrote several
grants, but a $3 million dollar
price tag put the possibility of a
pool out of reach with the current
funds raised.

In August, Harris presented
another option for Kenmare.
He talked of other communities
constructing splash pads in place
of pools for the youth to use in
the summer. Powers Lake is
one community that has built a
splash pad and this feature was
used during the summer of 2024.
The Powers Lake splash pad does
not have a recirculating system,
therefore, no staff is needed to
make sure the chemicals are
properly monitored.

With concerns as to the volume
of water used, a discussion was
held on having a holding tank to
repurpose the water that would
be discharged after one usage
by the splash pad. The splash
pad could possibly use up to 290
gallons of water per minute if
everything was running at the
maximum total usage.

Without a holding tank or re-
purposing the water, the splash
pad discharge would go directly
into the City of Kenmare sewer
system.

Harris asked if there were irri-
gation lines already set up to use
the water from the holding tank.
Park board members acknowl-
edged they are still working on
a purpose at this time for the
water. A holding tank, dependent
on costs and expenses, is still on
the table to recapture the water
used by the splash pad.

Harris explained to the board
that the sequencing is customiz-
able and can be programmed
for run times of the splash
pad, which would also limit the
amount of water used by each
water feature.

“Maybe on a Saturday, when
you have a higher volume of us-
ers, you can set it for zones one
through eight, but on a Monday,
you can set just one zone to be
part of the sequencing system,”
clarified Harris. Also the se-
guencing system can set the
number of minutes the zone will
run and how many times it will

run in succession. “Maybe you
have kids messing around and
they keep pushing the button
(to turn on the zone). It can be
programmed to not run after so
many times.”

The board also discussed bath-
rooms near the splash pad but,
currently, that plan will have to
be tabled because of costs of the
project. Further fundraising may
have to be done in the future to
cover possible bathrooms. “We
would, eventually, like to build
bathrooms,” explained Rachel
Wiedmer.

Harris, representing Dakota
Playground, brought a proposal
to the park board which would
have the materials delivered to
the site for $388,914.86. This
covers all the materials, includ-
ing the piping from the city’s
water source to the splash pad.
These materials would be deliv-
ered directly to the site from the
Agquatix, a company with nearly
40 years of experience in water
features and splash parks.

The installation and mechani-
cal work was also presented
by Harris. It would be done by
Dakota Playground at a cost of
$142,852.

Before any of this can be done,
the Park Board needs to have
a concrete pad ready. “You will
need a minimum of a 4 inch slab
but | suggest going closer to 5
to 6 inches,” said Harris. It was
also suggested that the slab be
flush with the ground, having
no step up to the feature. Jeff
Shobe clarified it might not be
possible.

“Kenmare is built on a hill
and it may seem flat but it is
about 10 to 12 inches difference
from one point to the other,”
explained Shobe. After working
with the current portable skat-
ing rink site, visually the former
elementary playground looks flat
but the grade of the playground
goes down from east to west. As
a result, to avoid a larger exca-
vation to prep the area for the
concrete pad, instead, the users
may have to have a step up to
the splash pad. Board members
talked of landscaping around the
edges of the pad to have a gradual
sloping.

And even with a splash pad
seeming closer than ever, more
preparatory work needs to be
done. The park board will need to
contract an electrician to get elec-
trical lines to the manifold power
box. “The Aquatix company will
have a conference call with your
electrician,” explained Harris.

After the site has been read-
ied, a concrete pad will be poured

which can take 2 to 3 weeks to
cure. “It will take a week, to a
week and a half, to put in the
water lines,” stated Harris. The
water lines are 2 inch PVC pip-
ing placed underground. “Then
it will take about one week to
install the equipment. So overall,
about one month from start to
finish.”

“So realistically, could we be
using it this summer?” ques-
tioned Wiedmer.

Harris said if he was given
the green light, the equipment
could potentially be shipped by
the middle of May to Kenmare
and have his work crew here in
June.

Before Harris ended his pre-
sentation, discussion of the rub-
ber mat on the concrete was held.
“You can resurface the concrete
with the rubber mat at a later
date, but it may be too expensive
with the other costs,” stated
Harris. “For now, it will just be
concrete which will be finished so
the users will not slip on the wet
surface.” The cost of the rubber
mat was an additional $80,000.
“It will work until we can raise
that additional money for the
mat,” said Heather Thompson.

Shobe worried about giving
the green light just yet. The cost
of $531,756 for materials and
construction is covered by what
the Park Board has raised.

Kenmare Vet's Gaming has
committed to the previous grant
written for the original plan of a
pool and does not need the Park
Board to write a new grant for
the splash pad.

Amy Ones, the executive direc-
tor of the Kenmare Community
Development Corporation, has
been waiting upon receiving solid
numbers for the project to write a
grant to the Garrison Diversion
Conservancy District recreation
program. The application is due
March 1st.

Shobe expressed concerns
about having enough money to
cover the concrete, electrical and
dirt work of the area. “I think we
need to move forward with this,”
stated Alex Hennix. Heather
Thompson also added that Har-
ris stated he needed no money up
front, as it could be paid after the
project was finished.

The Park Board agreed to
getting all prices for the prep
work before giving the approval
to begin the project process.
Harris stated he needed about
eight weeks in advance before
the materials would be delivered.
“If needed, we will have a spe-
cial meeting before our regular
March meeting,” said Hennix.

KENMARE City CounciL MEeTs

Ambulance Service estimates
new hall plan at $2.1 million

The Kenmare Ambulance Ser-
vice board will call for bids for
construction of a new ambulance
hall, to be located north of the fire
hall, Mayor Gartner reported to
the Kenmare City Council at its
monthly meeting February 12.

The cost is estimated to be
$2.1 million. The new ambulance
building will consist of three ga-
rage stalls, a meeting/ training
room that will be available for
public use, and a bedroom for use
for a paramedic or EMT to stay.

Gartner said only dirt work
and landscaping work would be
started this year, then building
would start next year.

“We need to decide how we will
finance it, and how much needs to
financed,” Gartner said.

He added, “We're in need of
EMTs. We're short on ambulance
personnel. Anyone interested
should contact Sara Staskywicz.”

New use plan for

old sewage lagoon

Mayor Gartner suggested the
city’s old sewage lagoon site could
possibly be used for disposal of the
demolition debris for the old Irvin
Hotel, if that should occur in the
future. The old lagoon, out of ser-
vice for decades, is located about
a half mile east of the railroad
depot. He said former mayor Roger
Ness gave him the idea.

The city is concerned with the
hotel debris filling up the current
landfill space that is in use, and
would like to find an alternate
site. The south side of the old
landfill location has also been
considered as a site for future
demolition debris disposal.

Gartner said the city would
like to have these alternate sites
approved by the state, if possible,
so they would be ready if Ward
County is able to secure a state
grant for the demolition of the old
hotel this year.

Josh Reiner said Moore En-
gineering would meet with the

State to check on the possibility of
permitting those alternate sites.
He added, however, that the cost of
permitting those sites as landfills
may actually be cost prohibitive.

Public Works Director Rob
Shelton said the current landfill’s
permitted portion has about 6 to
8 years of capacity left, but that
would be considerably reduced if
the old hotel debris was dumped
there.

Eight blocks of
water line replacement

estimated at $2 million

Kenmare City Council is mov-
ing ahead with a plan to re-
place about eight blocks of water
mains.

The water mains to be replaced
are mostly located in alleyways,
which are unpaved, and located
in the area west of the high school
and between the Faith Baptist
Church and the St. Agnes Catholic
Church.

A decision must first be made
on which way to go with financing
the project, Mayor Arlen Gartner
stated.

Josh Reiner of Moore Engineer-
ing said the projectis currently es-
timated at just under $2 million.

The city would be eligible for a
60% federal water main replace-
ment grant. The city will also use
$161,429 in ARPA funds towards
the project.

Reiner said with about $645,000
left for the city to pay, they could
assess 565 water user accounts for
$1300 per parcel, or $51 per year,
or a $5.10 per month increase on
water rates.

Rather than assess the city’s
residents, Mayor Gartner said he
would like to use other funds to
get the balance down to $500,000,
then look at a 10 to 15 year loan
from the State Bank & Trust of
Kenmare.

Gartner said there will be other
projects coming up, such as repair-
ing streets. “I'd rather not do an
assessment now, then another as-

sessment again for the streets.”
Gartner concluded that the
Water Committee will meet on
which way to go with financing,
then bring it to the council for
a decision, possibly by the next
meeting.
Fund Itt city sales

tax distributions

The Fund Itt Committee annual
report for 2024 shows $157,119.17
in sales tax receipts directed to
economic development. Current
available funds were $394,382.64
at year end.

The Fund Itt Committee met
February 7 at City Hall. The
committee approved an applica-
tion from Jack & Jill for a $2000
matching grant for business ap-
pearance improvement towards
installation of a new awning that
was installed over the entrance of
the grocery store. Total cost of the
project was $4218.66.

Fund Itt also approved renewal
of its $2000 business appearance
matching grant program for
2025.

Also renewed was the tear
down/ beautification grant pro-
gram, with payments of $5000 per
residential demolition, and a cap of
five grants per year. Commercial
demolition grants were approved
for $10,000 each, with a cap of five
grants per year.

Kenmare Community Develop-
ment Corporation was approved
for four requests.

Annual reimbursement of
$3364 towards KCDC expenses
such as dues and conference ex-
penses was approved.

Annual reimbursement of
$50,000 in tear down grants paid
out by KCDC, including three
$10,000 commercial grants and
four $5000 grants were approved.

Annual commitment of $18,000
towards the consultant fee of
KCDC executive director Amy
Ones, in $1500 monthly payments,
was approved.

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MATCHING RECREATION GRANT PROGRAM

The Garrison Diversion Conservancy District Board of Directors instituted a matching recreation grant program and
established that funds for the grant program will consist of two-tenths of the mill levy Garrison Diversion receives.
Grants may be requested for new recreation facilities and enhancement or expansion of existing facilities.

ELIGIBILITY

Political subdivisions (park boards, water resource districts and county or city commissioners, etc.) located within the
Garrison Diversion Conservancy District may apply for a matching grant. Community groups, service clubs and non-
profit organizations are not eligible to apply for funding.

Single-county sponsored projects located within Garrison Diversion boundaries may be eligible to receive up to 25% of
the non-federal share. Multiple-county sponsored projects located within Garrison Diversion boundaries may be eligible
for up to 50% of the non-federal share. To be considered for a 50% non-federal cost share, more than one county must

contribute substantial funds to the project.

SCOPE OF PROJECTS

Eligible projects may encompass a variety of components which provide actual, or are a complement to, natural resource
outdoor recreational opportunities. Projects may include, but are not limited to: boat ramps and docks; picnic facilities;
restrooms; campgrounds; bathhouses; playground areas; and bicycle, pedestrian, or horse trails.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE
The Recreation Committee meets biannually to consider grant applications. Application and required documentation
must be postmarked or received electronically by March 1 or September 1 to be considered at the next meeting.

The application must include, but not be limited to:
1. Audience intended to be served
2. Breakdown of estimated costs, including future operations and maintenance
3. Predicted source of all funding

4. Plans for new construction

GUIDELINES FOR ALL APPLICANTS

« Applications must include a list of all funding sources applied for and amounts received.

« All projects must have long-term managing partners with operation and maintenance funds available for the life of

the project.

« Applicants requesting $25,000 or more are encouraged to attend the Recreation Committee meeting to present the

project and answer questions from the committee.

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ELIGIBLE PROJECT COSTS
Site planning costs, including engineering costs, may be included as eligible project costs. Individual projects are eligible
to receive up to a maximum of $75,000 award.

Only costs incurred after the date of grant approval by Garrison Diversion will be eligible for reimbursement.

Money to be credited as the local sponsor’s share of the project may be raised in a number of ways and may consist of
actual dollars or in-kind donations of labor, materials and equipment costs.

NON-ELIGIBLE PROJECTS
